Implementation Regulations of the Ocean Energy and Technology Program at National Taiwan Ocean University
Article 1  To cultivate marine energy research and development and industrial talents, in accordance with Article 3 of the National Ocean University of Taiwan, the Ocean Energy and Technology program will be established.
Article 2  Any student who has completed the courses and earned credits required by the program may apply; after the review, the university will issue a certificate of credits for the program.
Article 3  This program has an Ocean Energy and Technology Committee. The setting points of the committee are set separately.
Article 4  The provisions of this course are as follows:
1. The course is divided into a common mandatory course and elective courses in four different fields; in each field, there are levels of courses: basic courses, professional development courses, and advanced integration courses. Applicants should take the common mandatory course and at least one course in each level in at least two elective fields.

2. To complete the program, the student needs to earn at least 20 credits.

3. Credits from another university can be recognized, but no more than 6.
4. The course on the implementation of marine energy is not limited to the topic of marine energy implementation by the School of Engineering. Students take elective studies conducted by various faculties. Those who study topics related to marine energy may submit research reports or finished products, which may be included as credits for the courses recognized by this program.
Article 5  If there are any outstanding issues in these Regulations, they shall be handled in accordance with relevant regulations.

Article 6  These Regulations shall be reviewed and approved by the Curriculum Committee of the College and shall be issued and implemented after being passed to the School Curriculum Committee. The same applies to the amendment.
