Implementation Regulations of the Ocean Engineering Construction and Technology Program at the College of Engineering at National Taiwan Ocean University
Article 1  To cultivate marine energy research and development and industrial talents, in accordance with Article 3 of the National Taiwan Ocean University, the Ocean Engineering Construction and Technology program will be established and the following regulations shall be formulated.

Article 2  Any student who has completed the courses and earned credits required by the program may apply; after the review, the university will issue a certificate of credits for the program.
Article 3  This program has an Ocean Engineering Construction and Technology Committee. The setting points of the committee are set separately.
Article 4  This program offers two basic courses, five professional courses, and two integrated courses. The course names, academic credits, and relevant tutorial materials are listed in the attached file, "courses for Ocean Engineering Construction and Technology." 
Article 5  The provisions of this course are as follows:

1. This course should be completed with at least two basic courses with a total of five credits, a professional course with at least twelve credits, and an integrated course with three credits. The minimum total credits for the program is 20 credits.

2. Credits from another university can be recognized, but no more than 6.
Article 6  If a student takes other relevant courses and earns credits that are recognized by the Academic Committee, after the approval, their credits can be recognized as equal to those of this program.

Article 7  If there are any outstanding issues in these Regulations, they shall be handled in accordance with relevant regulations.

Article 8  These Regulations shall be promulgated and implemented after the adoption of the School Curriculum Committee and the Academic Affairs Conference. 
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
